PRESENTACION NEARPOD SOBRE ANIMALES CURIOSOS EN PAISES
ANGLOPARLANTES

Mediante la plataforma Nearpod he disefiado una presentacién sobre algunos
animales curiosos endémicos de paises angloparlantes. He disefiado esta actividad
para el area de inglés en 52 de primaria pero podria adaptarse a otros niveles o al area
de Ciencias de la Naturaleza en un colegio bilinglie.

Esta sesidn estd disefiada para ser llevada a cabo en la clase, en parejas (cada una
tendria un ordenador o tablet), y dirigida por el profesor, que iria controlando el paso
de diapositivas desde su dispositivo, aunque la plataforma da opciéon a que cada
alumno siga su ritmo.

Haciendo uso de la cuenta del colegio en el que estuve el curso pasado y con permiso del
mismo, he obtenido el cédigo de acceso individual a mi presentacién. Es el siguiente: DOFRQ

cddigo en la web nearpod.com y entrar con el nombre que se prefiera).

Descripcidn de la actividad

La actividad cuenta con las diapositivas que se muestran en las paginas siguientes.
Debido a que la presentacion esta pensada para 1-2 sesiones, se centra en tres
animales:
- los frailecillos atlanticos (puffins) que se encuentran principalmente en las Islas
Britanicas;
- los equidnas, originarios de Australia;
- vy los armadillos, que se encuentran (entre otros lugares) en el sur de los
Estados Unidos.

En primer lugar, se presenta animal por animal, junto al mapa de la ubicacion de su
pais de origen y un video de corta duracién (2-3 minutos) en el que los nifios pueden
ver mejor el animal. Después se adjunta una diapositiva con algunos datos curiosos o
facts de cada animal. Después, a través de un enlace con la web 360cities.net, los nifios
realizan una visita virtual a alguno de los lugares donde habita el animal que estan
descubriendo.

Una vez han obtenido informacion de cada uno de los animales mencionados, deben
completar una serie de actividades interactivas. La primera de ellas consiste en
emparejar las fotos de cada animal con las del mapa de su pais de origen. La siguiente
actividad es un quizz de 10 preguntas sencillas de respuesta multiple, que deben
completar segun la informacién que han recibido. Después, consultando una serie de
enlaces que le son proporcionados, deberan buscar un dato mas sobre cada animal
mostrado. Para finalizar, contestardn a una encuesta sobre qué animal les ha gustado
mas.
