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Feminism is the advocacy of wo-
men's rights on the grounds of the 
equality of the sexes. Feminism has 
always existed, but the movement 
appeared with more importance on 
July 19th and 20th of 1848 in New 
York, when there was a convention 
to discuss the social, civil, and reli-
gious conditions and the rights of 
women. This convention started be-
cause  women were paid less than  
men and women didn't agree with 
this.  
Feminism can be divided into three 
waves throughout history:          
-The first wave of feminism:  enligh-
tened feminism: it claimed the citi-
zenship of women. It emerged in the 
middle of the 18th century. Women's 
rights began to be present in the po-
litical and intellectual world.  
-The second wave: suffragist liberal 
feminism: It mainly claimed wo-
men's right to vote. It took place 
from the mid XIXth century to the 
XXth century.  
-The third wave: contemporary femi-
nism: it claims a change of values. 
It arrived in the sixties. Women are 
presented as a sexual stereotype in  
media, art, and advertising. It goes 
from public policies that vindicate 
women until the end of patriarchy.     
●One type of feminism is RADICAL 
FEMINISM which is in favour of 
destroying the current social 
system, based on the concept of the 
‘patriarchy’.  
●Another type is ABOLITIONIST 
FEMINISM which is in favour of is-
sues such as prostitution, porno-
graphy, and surrogacy.  
●The last type is EQUALITY FEMI-
NISM which is based on the idea of 
equality and that  women can enjoy 
the same status as  men.   
   
PIONEERS:  
 
Hipatia of Alexandria  
She was a philosopher and mathe-
matician who became the director of 
the Alexandria Museum in a mascu-
line world.   
Joan of Arc  
With only 17 years of age,  she hea-
ded the French royal army.  
Marie Curie  
First woman winner of the Nobel 
Prize in Chemistry in 1911, To sum 
up, today there is still a lot of ma-
chism, but thanks to feminism, 
women can be free.

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GRETA THUNBERG 

During Greta’s protests, she has 
tried to explain to the leaders of 
the countries, and to the whole 
world, that climate change 
is a very serious problem 
and we have to start figh-
ting it before it is too late. 
But a picture taken from 
one of her trips went viral. 
This famous photo shows 
Greta having her breakfast 
on a train. But that is  not 
why it went viral. The pro-
ducts that she was consu-
ming, for example, the 
bread and a salad, were in 
plastic containers, so it is 
totally self-contradictory 
because it is against what 
she fights for. Many people 
think that Greta Thunberg 
is the new young face of 
politics, but after this photo 
was taken, lots of people 
do not trust  her anymore.  
 
Thunberg first became 
known for her activism in 
August 2018 at the  age  of 
15. She began spending 
her school days outside the 
Swedish parliament to call for 
stronger action on global war-
ming by holding up a sign sa-
ying "School strike for the 

climate". Soon, other students 
engaged in similar protests in 
their own communities. Toget-

her, they organised a school cli-
mate strike movement under the 
name “Fridays for Future.” After 
Thunberg addressed the 2018 

United Nations Climate Change 
Conference,  student strikes 
took place every week somew-

here in the world. In 
2019, there were at 
least two coordinated 
multi-city protests invol-
ving over one million 
students each.  
 
Thunberg is known for 
her blunt, climate crisis 
rhetoric. At home, Thun-
berg convinced her pa-
rents to adopt several 
lifestyle choices to re-
duce their own carbon 
footprint (including gi-
ving up air travel and not 
eating meat).  
 
Greta Thunberg says 
that being different (she 
is autistic) was a super-

power.  Are there any cir-
cumstances in which 
autism could be conside-
red, not merely an accep-
table difference, but a 
superpower?  
Greta thinks so.  

                                                               
Greta Thunberg does not claim 
to have revealed new truths. 
Rather, she calls on everyone to 

finally take note of what has 
been known for a long time (and 
that has been scientifically pro-
ven). But why just her? She is 
young and looks even younger. 
When she addresses us, we 
see a girl's face. That moves us 
deeply.  
  
Greta says: “I care about cli-
mate justice and the planet. Our 
biosphere is sacrificing itself so 
that rich people in countries like 
mine can live in luxury. It is the 
suffering of many who pay for 
the luxury of a few. You say you 
love your children above all 
else, but you are stealing their 
future before your very eyes. 
We need to keep fossil fuels in 
the ground and we need to 
focus on equity. And if the solu-
tions within the system are so 
impossible to find, maybe we 
should change the system itself. 
We didn't come here to beg 
world leaders to worry. They've 
ignored us in the past and they 
will ignore us again. We've run 
out of time. We came here to let 
you know that change is co-
ming, whether you like it or not. 
True power belongs to people.  

The Cathedral of Notre Dame 
 

On the 15th of April, 
2019, the Cathedral of Notre 
Dame caught fire. The fire 

destroyed the clock and the 
ceiling of the towers.  
 
The  private donation to rebuild 
the cathedral of Notre Dame is 

now  more  than 700 million 
euros.. 
Notre Dame’s fire was not a 
criminal event. Today’s 
investigation can’t determine 
what caused the fire. 
The fire did not cause any 
deaths. 
               

The Amazon 
 

On the 6th of September,2019, 
the Amazon 
caught fire. The 
fire destroyed 
about  2.5 million 
hectares (this is 
more than 120 
times the size of 
the city of 
Buenos Aires). 
People have 
donated about 
22 million euros. 
The fire in the  Amazon is  

related to deforestation, soy 
crops  and cattle. 
The fire caused the deaths of 
many animals and trees. A lot of 
animals became homeless. 
People should think more about  
nature. I reckon that it is sad that 
the French culture breaks down 
in this way, but do you think it is  
more important to rebuild an old 
building than  save the  lungs of 
the planet?

that Notre Dame is an important 
gothic style piece of  
architecture, and it is normal 
that people would want to 
donate money to rebuild it.

Yusra, 
her sister and another boy jumped out to 
the water and they pushed the boat to the 
German coast. Yusra now lives in 

Germany and she was a participant of 
the first Refugee Team for the Olympic 
Games of Rio de Janeiro in 2016.

HISTORICAL EVENTS 
 
The birth of 2 giants: Apple and 
Microsoft 
Steve Jobs and Steve 
Wozniac started working in 
1976 in a garage in what would 
be one of the most important 
technological companies of the 
XX century. Apple was founded 
on the first of April,1976.  A year 
before, in 1975, Bill Gates and 
Paul Allen founded Microsoft, 
another big technology 
company, (which was also very 
popular in the video game 
platform of Xbox).  
The earthquake of Tangshan 
killed more than 240,000 people 
This tragedy happened on the 

28th of July, 1976, in the 
northeast of China, near the 
coastline. The first earthquake, 
with a 7.5 magnitude, was 
followed by a powerful 
aftershock 15 hours later. 
According to official sources, 
both of the earthquakes killed 
over 242,769 people, but, some 
estimates said it resulted in  
655,000 deaths. Almost 800.000 
were wounded.  
 
Vietnam’s war 
 
Also called the American War, 
was the second of the Indochina 
Wars and was officially fought 
between North Vietnam and 

South Vietnam. North Vietnam 
was supported by the Soviet 
Union, China, and other 
communist allies; South 
Vietnam was supported by the 
United States, South Korea, the 
Philippines, Australia, Thailand 
and other anti-communist allies.

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For the last years there has 

been a debate about what kind 
of vehicles are better: “electric or 
diesel.” 
Some people agree that electric 
cars are the best, but some 
people still defend  diesel cars as 
they have, in their opinions, 
more advantages than the 
electric ones.  
                             
  The Advantages of electric cars  

 
First of all, electricity is cheaper 
than gasoline or diesel.Also, the 
environment does not get worse 
than it already is, because they 
don’t produce carbon dioxide. 
We also save more money than 
with other kinds of cars because 
its maintenance is less 
expensive.  Electric cars are also 
quiet because of the kind of 
engine they have, so it’s 
comfortable for the people 
driving or travelling in them. 
Besides, you will  get a tax credit  
for helping the environment. This 

tax credit can be as high as 
$7,500, depending on the make 
and model of the vehicle. 
  
Some of the disadvantages that 
an electric car has. Many people 
say that electric cars have 
almost no disadvantages. When 

we ask the people about the  
disadvantages they can’t think of 
any, so they think that electric 
cars are better than diesel cars 
and what they don’t know is that 
they have as many 
disadvantages as  diesel cars.  
 

Anyway, some disadvantages of 
the electric cars are the 
difficulties to find a charge spot 
in gasoline shops,  (we must 
remember that electric cars were 
introduced only a few years ago, 
consequently,  there are only a 
few charging points to charge an 

electric car). Besides, electric 
cars have fewer models than 
other kinds  of cars, that's why 
there is little variety when 
choosing one. The last 
disadvantage of electric cars is 
that their battery doesn’t last 
long, that means you can’t  travel 

very long distances with an 
electric car without having to 
charge it.  
  

Diesel cars  
 
Some people agree that they 
last longer than an electric car, 
so travelling will be better without 
the necessity of filling it again. 
The model variety is very wide, 
so you might find your ideal car 
model.  
On the other hand, we could 
mention some disadvantages 
such as the high pollution these 
cars produce, as they produce a 
very high quantity of carbon 
dioxide, which contributes to 
climate change.

One of the main reasons for the 
possibility of extinction of sharks 
and whales is t commercial 
fishing. Fishermen catch the 
marine animals and kill them 
instead of returning them to the 
water and they also destroy their 
habitat by dragging nets. Losing 
their habitat is another reason 
for their extinction due to climate 
change, and so is the 
consumption of their fins (in the 
case of sharks) and fat and 
bones (in the case of whales). 
Some species that are in danger 
of extinction are the whale-shark 
the hammerhead shark, the 
sperm whale and the humpback 
whale.

The robot return the liberty 
grades in the conventional 
laparoscopy (exploration of the 
abdominal cavity). It makes 
easier the manipulation of really 
small and thin articulated 
instruments in the abdominal 
cavity, eliminate trembling of the 
surgeon hands and that makes 
the operations more accurate 
because the surgeon have a 

three-dimensional vision, 
through a stereo visor of high 
resolution of immersion. 
 
The first successful robotic 
surgery was done in 1999.

The 
surgeon was in New York

If successful, 
the company is now starting in 
this drug. patients previously 
enrolled in clinical studies of the 
drug.The announcement is 
somewhat surprising because 
the company had discontinued 
work on the drug in March 2019, 
after disappointing trial results. 
But the company says a new 
analysis of a larger dataset of 
the same studies shows that 
higher doses of aducanumab 
can provide a significant benefit 
to patients with early 
Alzheimer's, slowing their 
clinical decline so they preserve 
more of their memory and every 
day living skills - things that the 
disease usually robs.

The War was a military conflict which took place between 1936 to 
1939. The two opposing forces were the rebel side, which called 
itself the "national side", and the Republicans, who were loyal to 
the Republican government of the Popular Front. The result of the 
war was the victory of the rebel side.  
The government of the Republic was replaced with a dictatorship 
led by the General Francisco Franco. Both sides accused each 
other of the commission of serious crimes on the front and home-
front, such as prisoner lines, walks, disappearances of persons or 
extrajudicial courts.

 The outbreak of World War II 
 
It was a conflict that involved the most important countries in the 
world. The Axis was formed by Germany, Japan and Italy. The 
Allies were formed initially by Great Britain, France and Poland 
and later joined by the USSR, USA and members of the Common-

wealth like Australia and Canada.  Although Spain did 
not formally joined the Axis Powers, Franco supported 
them sending the Blue Division, formed by voluntaries. 
     The World War II broke out the 1st of September of 
1939 be  cause Germany, breaking the Treaty of Ver-
sailles, invaded Poland.  As a consequence, Great Bri-
tain and  France declared war on Germany.  

 The first comic of Batman
