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A 99-year-old veteran walks his garden to raise mon ey to fight pandemic

During World War 1, Captain Moore served in Britain's military. Now, at age 99, he's helping his
country again and winning the hearts of people across the country.

At the beginning of April, the veteran set himself a goal to raise money for Britain's National Health
Service (NHS). The organization is in great need as it treats patients of the deadly coronavirus
outbreak. Moore set up a fundraising page. He decided to walk his garden in the United Kingdom
before his 100™ birthday on April 30th. He would walk back and forth 100 times, using his walker
for support. He wanted to raise 1,000 pounds. To his surprise, as he finished his final lap, donations
hit more than 10 million pounds.

Moore served in India during World War Il. He has received national and international recognition
on social media. British Health Secretary Matt Hancock called him an "inspiration.” In recent days,
thousands have used the top trending Twitter hashtags #walkwithtom and #CaptainTomMoore. He
regularly goes on social media to thank those who had donated and shared his story. Fans say he
is bringing people together during a period of tragedy and uncertainty.

A spokesman for the British government stated that Moore has "captured the heart of a nation" and
"demonstrated a lifetime of bravery and compassion.”

"I've always believed that things will get better," Moore said when asked about his positive outlook.
Remember in the wartime, things were bad but eventually they seemed to get better. We fought on
and we won," he said.

Looking ahead to his 100th birthday on April 30, children across the country are decorating birthday
cards to help him celebrate the milestone. Until then, Moore says he still has work to do.
